Homework 1, due Friday, April 14
(10 points)

Write a function that takes a string of eight 1's and 0's, and returns the corresponding 'char'. Use this in a main that allows the user enter 1's and 0's to write a binary file. When the file is read back using a routine like the one in bitWrite.cpp, the screen should show the sequence of 1's and 0's the user entered. 
To clarify, your program should allow the user to enter byte values from the keyboard as strings of 8 ones and zeros. It should write a binary file, using .read and .write, based on those bytes. The program should then read the file one char at a time, displaying the string for the binary representation of each char to the screen. The screen display should match the sequence of bytes entered by the user. 

Note that you may want to write a validation function that takes a string as an argument and returns true if the string consists of exactly eight 1's and 0's. Such a function could facilitate looping in main().

I have posted an executable that performs acceptably.
